Text structure:

Abstract (in the language of the text). The volume of annotations in each language should be 5 or more lines (600 or more characters). The abstract contains a general introduction to the article, outlines the main problems and purpose, as well as the main results and a very brief conclusion. The abstract should inform the reader in a short form about what the article is about and what the main contribution of the author, which is considered and discussed, is expressed.

Keywords (in the language of the text). Keywords should reflect the terminological area of ​​the article: what terms are used in the article or with what terms it can be logically connected; with what names of organizations, persons, geographical areas, etc. article is associated ...

Introduction. The introduction should contribute to the goal of attracting the reader by revealing the problem and determining the main direction of the article.

The main text (may consist of several subsections standard for scientific articles)

Conclusion and conclusions. The final paragraph of the article does not provide any new information or clarification: here only a summary and conclusions. This paragraph is longer than the abstract and usually includes more specific findings.
